Both accounts give a total of £2007.73
Funds required for the 2023/2024 session is roughly £2140 which includes the P7’s yearbook, scientific calculator and £15 per pupil towards activity days, the Christmas parties, gifts and crafts, lottery licence , end of term treat (to be decided) and the world book day vouchers.
